HCBC Rules 

• Mountain Trail will be held on a grass field with uneven terrain 
• Course maps will be sent out in advance and posted on the grounds as well as at: www.hcbc.ca 
• The course will be open for competitors to walk prior to the judge’s official course walk-through. 
• The course walk with the Judge will be scheduled prior to the beginning of the class. 
• Results will be posted at the end of each competition day 

 

EQU 601 Green Division 
Open to horses and riders in their first year of showing Mountain Trail or who have not yet qualified to move out of 
the Green Mountain Trail division.  

 Classes: You will be automatically entered in all three classes when you register for this Division and must 
compete in all three classes to be eligible for overall medal placing 
• Green Class #1, Green In-hand – First Course: Horse may be shown in a halter with or without the saddle on. 
• Green Class #2, Green Basic – Second Course: is a basic course.   
• Green Class #3, Green Technical – Third course: will ask a few extra technical questions on the course. 

 
EQU 602 Novice  
Open to horses and riders who no longer qualify for the Green Division and are not ready for the Open Division.   
Classes: You will be automatically entered in all three classes when you register for this Division and must compete in 
all three classes to be eligible for overall medal placing 

• Novice Class # 1, Novice In-hand – First Course: Horse may be shown in a halter with or without the 
saddle on. 

 Novice Class # 2, Novice Basic – Second Course:  a basic course.   
 Novice Class # 3, Novice Technical – Third Course will ask a few extra technical questions on the course. 

 
EQU 603 Open Division  
Open to horses and riders who no longer qualify for the Green or Novice Divisions 
Classes: You will be automatically entered in all three classes when you register for this Division and must compete in 
all three classes to be eligible for overall medal placing 

• Open Class # 1, Open In-hand - Horse may be shown in a halter with or without the saddle on. 
• Open Class # 2, Open Basic - is a basic course.   
• Open Class # 3, Open Technical - will ask a few extra technical questions on the course. 
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Medals 

• Medals will be awarded for each class, each day 
• Overall medals will be awarded each day.  
• Placing for overall each day will be determined by an accumulation of points from Class1,2 and 3 for each 

division
